AARTISTS IN SSOCIETY

LEGISLATION TO IMPROVE ARTISTS' SOCIO-ECONOMIC STATUS

That the Minister of Culture introduce legislation that formally rec-
ognizes the unique economic and social contributions of Ontario's
artists. This legislation should also include:

- A range of tax benefits which will reflect the unique nature of 
artistic activities and encourage new creative output in Ontario, 
e.g., a provincial tax credit based on a range of eligible expenses; 
expansion of the existing PST exemption program to ensure 
more artists have access to the program, and that more supplies

are subject to the exemption.
- Measures to provide standard protection for children in the 

performing arts. collective bargaining.

That the Ministry of Culture establish a time-limited process where
parties with a direct interest in any mandatory collective bargaining
regime are invited to meet with representatives of the Ministry of
Culture and the Ministry of Labour to work toward consensus.

RREPORT ON THE SSOCIO-EECONOMIC SSTATUS OF THE AARTIST

IN OONTARIO IN THE 2211ST CCENTURY -  EEXECUTIVE SSUMMARY

Continued - Diaz and Manera have shared in their artistic journey for decades. Although they do not produce their artwork collabora-
tively; they have shared studio space in Miami and in Toronto. After the fire, they continued to share their living and working space. The
bulk of Diaz's work was saved as at the time of the fire the work was being stored at his home. Manera's work, however, is mostly van-
ished. Manera spoke about the value of live/work space. He had made a choice to always work from home as this arrangement
allowed him to flow into his creative mode immediately every morning. He called his studio a "cave," and he said that if he had to spend
all his time in his cave, it might as well be the largest cave possible. That is why he chose the space on Dupont Street. Under his personal
circumstances, it was the best arrangement possible to optimize his living and working conditions.

The new studio space does not have all the triggers and visual cues that assisted him in creating. His cave is empty. In his struggle to re-
build his art practice, he went back to an earlier narrative that uses drawers as motifs. Previous artwork where he had explored the rep-
resentation of the three-dimensional exists only in fragments now, and in the vivid memory of his studio mate. 

The third artist, Daniel Diaz, is an oil painter who uses figure drawings in an earth tone palette to explore highly philosophical narratives.
His work describes all of humanity as a work in progress, the unborn infant of an aching mother earth. When he arrived at the scene of
the fire he watched in terror as the oil paints made the flames convulse. Up until then he made unwarranted compromises and took
risks under the urgency to get his work done. "Immediacy is our need" he explains. "The work, and whatever the work requires, comes
first … That's not going to change." However, he says he will never find himself in a situation such as this again. He will achieve this by not
being so vulnerable and dependent. He will arm himself with the law.

The three artists spoke about their vulnerability in their relationship with collectors, dealers and galleries. Each artist has a plethora of ver-
bal agreements and understandings. The rental agreement at the Dupont Studio was similar. Diaz named a socio-economic habit he
experienced in his war-torn home country. Transar - to yield. In Argentina, he witnessed people making chance deals in order to sur-
vive. Similarly, artists yield to the conditions around them in order to find a compromise in which they can continue to create. 

The artists gave thanks to the resources and tools that have been provided to them by CARFO and CARFAC Ontario. They look forward
to attending the Health and Safety workshop in March and they hope other artists will learn from this experience.  
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That the Ministry of Culture work with the Ministry of Training
Colleges and Universities (MTCU) and Ontario's culture sector to
facilitate the development of apprenticeship opportunities for artists
within various sectors, regardless of their employment status (i.e.,
self-employed or employees)

That the Ministry of Culture work with MTCU to help ensure that
key training organizations (e.g., the Cultural Careers Council of
Ontario) receive training funding which may be available under the
Labour Market Partnership Agreement on behalf of the arts and cul-
tural industries in Ontario; and that the agreement include making
training funds available for both self-employed artists and artists who
are employees

That the Ministry of Culture develop a province-wide strategy to pro-
vide artists with information, on an ongoing basis, about a range of
programs and services specific to their needs (e.g., health and safety,
sources of support, entrepreneurship, legal, marketing and financial
management, etc.)

That the Ministry of Culture encourage the creation of employer
incentives such as tax credits to promote the integration of artists
into the workplace, e.g., for corporate training, artist transition, etc. 

EEMPLOYMENT SSTATUS

That the Minister of Culture continue to play a leadership role in the
Federal/Provincial/Territorial (F/P/T) Working Group on the Socio-
Economic Status of Artists to introduce various measures, including:

- Enabling artists to make voluntary contributions from their income
to be eligible for certain benefits e.g., employment insurance and 
maternity leave.

- Establishing the presumption that professional artists are self-
employed unless the artist, the union (where it exists), and/or 
the engager enter into an explicit employer/employee relationship.

SSUPPORT OF AARTISTS

MARKETING AND PROMOTION

Work with the Entertainment and Creative Cluster to foster the
development of strategic partnerships between technology and cre-
ative sectors to create innovative new ways to promote artists and
their work 

Ensure representation of the province's culture sector on all major
trade missions in collaboration with key Ontario ministries, or as
"shadow" missions
Develop provincial strategies to market and promote Ontario cultur-
al products to new markets, building on the strategies and success of
other jurisdictions, e.g., Nova Scotia and Manitoba music promotions,
etc.

Promote Ontario as a major exporter of intellectual property

Reinstate the "1% for Art" policy, whereby one per cent of the budg-
et for development of provincial buildings is designated for the com-
missioning of art and art installations.

Provide existing and new sustainable provincial funding mechanisms
and delivery channels for housing programs that benefit artists, such
as Toronto Artscape, and the Performing Arts Lodges.

Expand use of the Ontario Strategic Infrastructure Financing
Authority (OSIFA) so that non-profit arts and cultural organizations
can gain access to financing

Support the creation of a non-profit finance fund for the renewal,
repair or building of arts and culture facilities

AAPPROPRIATION UUPDATE -  CCAARRFFAACC
OONTARIO LLAUNCHES QQUESTIONNAIRE
BY KRISTIAN CLARKE

At the end of September, Merlin Homer (CARFAC Ontario's President) and Kristian Clarke
(CARFAC Ontario's Executive Director) attended CopyCamp at Ryerson University.

CopyCamp was a place to meet people making art and making waves, an opportunity to dis-
cover how the Internet can work for artists and fans, and a chance to debate the value(s) of
copyright with some of the key players. It was an event in which participants drove the pro-
gramming, and debates were genuine round-tables. There were no observers: everyone had
something to offer and was expected to contribute.

CARFAC Ontario had the opportunity, during a break-out session, to sit down with Gordon
Duggan and Sarah Joyce from Appropriation Art (www.appropriationart.ca), April Britski
from CARFAC National and Janice Seline from CARCC to talk about the challenges facing
appropriation artists. Appropriation Art raised the following specific concerns:

1. CERTAINTY OF ACCESS TO COPYRIGHTED MATERIAL 
Replacing fair dealing with a broader defense, such as fair use, that will offer artists the cer-
tainty they require to create.

2. ANTI-CIRCUMVENTION LAWS SHOULD NOT OUTLAW CREATIVE ACCESS
Altering the Canadian Copyright Act in such a way that would promote the use of "digital
locks" on new media content such as software, music cd or files, movie dvds or files, etc.
making contemporary culture immune to critical commentary.

CARFAC Ontario has agreed to work with a lawyer to address these concerns and make
sure that the balance between freedom of access to cultural content is balanced by a con-
sideration for artists moral and economic rights.

To further understand the concerns brought up by Appropriation Art; and to detrmine how
professional artists in Ontario are affected by the current version of the Copyright Act and
the proposed changes; CARFAC Ontario developed a survey where we can receive your
feedback.

ART ADVOCACY
-  A  PRIORITY FOR
CARFAC ONTARIO
It is hard to comprehend all that has hap-
pened at CARFAC Ontario since the last
issue of DISPATCH hit your in/mailbox. My
interest in advocacy has been satisfied by
the work surrounding the Report on the

Socio-Economic Status of the Artist. Hopefully, the numerous e-
mails as well as the document itself are finally making the issues
easier to understand. The effort of members in urging the Ontario
Ministry of Culture to release the report has finally borne fruit.
You are to be commended for putting democracy into action by
contacting your local MPPs with your letters and e-mails. Artists
may prefer working in other media to make critical commentary,
but when we collectively put finger(s) to keyboard(s) we have a lot
of power to influence decision-makers. This is amplified when you
consider that Ontario-based writers, musicians, actors, etc. are
doing the same.

When artists ask what they get out of a CARFAC Ontario mem-
bership it is tempting to stress some of the immediate benefits like
our great publications and highly relevant professional develop-
ment programming. Unfortunately, I feel that these benefits are
irrelevant if we don't live in a province that recognizes, compen-
sates, and cares for its artists. The window of opportunity that has
been presented to the arts community is not that big with the pos-
sibility of a provincial election being called in the next 6 months
highly likely.

I will be working with Executive Directors at our sister arts serv-
ice organizations in reminding the Minister of Culture, Caroline Di
Cocco about acting upon the recommendations that the report
outlines. There is consensus among the coalition of organizations
that the need to increase funding to the Ontario Arts Council
should be a priority for the Liberal Government. 

Make sure to familiarize yourself with the report by going to our
website (www.carfacontario.ca).

"forum" section of the site. I'd love to hear some of your thoughts.

The attention that appropriation art practitioners have received in
the last few months has not gone unnoticed by CARFAC Ontario.
With the proposed changes to the Canadian Copyright Act seem-
ingly imminent, we have met with Appropriation Art, CARCC, and
CARFAC National and RAAV to get their views on this challenging
art practice. The problem appears to be reconciling the freedom
to create with properly recognizing and compensating artists.
Copyright control is particularly problematic when it comes to
corporate ownership of intellectual property and most of the con-
cerns appear to center around artists being able to freely critique
some of these powerful entities. When you have a moment fill out
our survey on the topic on our website.
