Kristian embodied the
concept of networking by moderating a session that went a long way
towards bringing all artists together so that we can speak to govern-
ment with a unified voice.

CARFAC ONTARIO NEGOTIATES SUCCESSFULLY WITH
ONTARIO POWER GENERATION ON MEMBER’S BEHALF

In the year 2000, a Toronto-based CARFAC Ontario member was
commissioned to create a sculpture to be used by Ontario Power
Generation (OPG) to award its exceptional employees. OPG hired a
company called Northern Lights to oversee the project. A contract
was drawn up regarding further reproduction fees and copyright. Five
years later the artist (who wishes to remain anonymous), found out
the sculpture was being reproduced more times than was originally
agreed and additional royalty fees were not being remitted. The sculp-
tor approached OPG to collect the appropriate royalties and was told
that the contract was with Northern Lights therefore OPG did not
owe any money.

At that time, CARFAC Ontario provided assistance through the
Artist Legal Advice Services (ALAS), a lawyer named Howard Gerson
was recommended by CARFAC Ontario, and later The Visual Artists'
Legal Clinic of Ontario (VALCO) attempted to help. All three of these
legal services were unable to procure payment of fees. VALCO is
facilitated by the law firm Torys LLP who were unable to assist in this
case as they provide counsel to OPG in other legal matters. Small
claims court was considered but as the maximum reward is limited to

$10,000 it was felt that it made more sense to negotiate directly with
OPG as the potential reward significantly exceeded this maximum.
Kristian Clarke (CARFAC Ontario's Executive Director) and the
artist did not give up. In February of this year, Kristian wrote directly
to OPG. He also tried to reach Northern Lights but found that they
were uncommunicative. After eight months of negotiations, the mat-
ter is close to being settled. OPG paid $12,000 as retroactive payment
of royalties. Further, Kristian drafted an agreement outlining OPG's
future responsibilities.

The artist expressed gratitude to CARFAC Ontario saying that previ-
ous individual efforts were simply swept aside by OPG; however
when CARFAC Ontario advocated on behalf the artist, they prompt-
ly responded to the claim. The experience has taught the artist to
start projects with appropriate contracts and to make sure that the
ramifications of the contract are fully understood.

Visual artists learned about taking calculated risks in their art
practice. Many visual artists repeatedly expose themselves to
toxic and potentially harmful chemicals and situations in order
to produce artwork and make a living. The consequences of
repeated exposure to these toxic chemicals and ways to create

Ted Rickard, Manager of Health and Safety at the Ontario College of Art and Design (pictured
above) addressed topics such as fire prevention, toxic material ingestion and other hazards he
has encountered in his 20 years of practice. Mr. Rickard has a thorough understanding of visu-
al artists’ relationship with the materials they use to create. He also discussed how the physi-
cal work environment, the deadline oriented approach and the free-flowing, organic nature of
art-making play important factors in artists’ ability to work in a safe manner. He provided tips
to artists specific to the medium they practice, and his hand-outs offered general resources and
take home assignments not to be missed by professional visual or media artists who take their
health and safety seriously.

In the second half of the workshop, Dr. Jean-Jacques Dugoua, BSc, ND., a naturopathic doctor
with the Artist's Health Centre complemented the day’s discussions with a detailed look at the
toxins and health factors encountered by artists. Dr. ) offered proactive ways to reduce the
body’s chemical load and avoid illness. This workshop gave artists an opportunity to think
about ways to balance their exposure with good nutrition and methods of detoxification.

St. Catharines artist Kyle Bishop commented on the workshop: “It challenged some of my
beliefs that my artistic practice is harmless. Each speaker provided practical advice that | can
easily adopt into my workflow and lifestyle. A wide spectrum of concerns were addressed with
particular emphasis placed on interactions between the body and chemicals. Pretty alarming
territory to be sure, but easily negotiated after the workshop.”

The “Staying Alive!” workshops, made possible by a grant from The Ontario Trillium
Foundation, are presented in partnership with the Artist’s Health Centre Foundation and
Environmental Defence. The project gained the support of The Education Safety Association of
Ontario who will fund further programming to create awareness about Health and Safety issues
facing artists. Stay tuned for new services such as an online health and safety supply store.

Workshops have been presented in St. Catharines, Windsor and London and will be held in
various cities throughout Ontario in the coming months. In St. Catharines, “Staying Alive!” was
held at Niagara Artists’ Center as part of the CARFAC Ontario AGM and Conference. The
workshop was presented in Windsor in partnership with Artcite and the Art Gallery of
Windsor. Forest City Gallery hosted the workshop in London. For information, schedules, reg-

AROUND THE PROVINCE

The CARFAC Ontario Annual General Meeting and Conference was held
on September 8 & 9, 2006 in St. Catharines. The AGM presented a very
important opportunity for members to speak about the issues affecting
visual artists. Each year, the event is held in a different part of the province
to ensure outreach to all artists throughout Ontario. This year, the event
was hosted with the assistance of the Niagara Artists' Centre in St
Catharines.

Over two days, there were informal gatherings with the art community;
networking opportunities with representatives from the Niagara region;
participation in the informative "Staying Alive!" workshop; discussions of
hot topics such as Appropriation Art and the role of younger artists in arts
organizations; election of a new board member; and reports about the
programs and services provided by CARFAC Ontario.

For the informal gathering portion of the weekend, The CARFAC Ontario
Board of Directors, staff and members joined the visual arts community in
St. Catharines at Gallerie CRAM. The conference coincided with the
opening of Chachka by CARFAC Ontario, CARCC and NAC member
artist Melanie MacDonald. Gallerie CRAM, a gallery adjacent to the
Gallerie CRAM Collective Studio has a tradition of documenting each
opening by asking all attendees to "cram" into the 8' by 10" space produc-
ing photographs similar to the cover of this issue of DISPATCH, whick was
taken at the opening. of Chachka. CARFAC Ontario was very happy and
honoured to participate in this local tradition carried out by photographer
Sandy Fairbairn.

The weekend progressed to a very formal discussion about the recent
press releases issued by CARFAC National and the group Appropriation
Art. On July 12, 2006 CARFAC National, CARCC (Canadian Artists
Representation Copyright Collective Inc.), RAAV (le Regroupement des
artistes en arts visuels du Québec) and SODART (Société de droits d’au-
teur en arts visuels) issued a joint press release responding to an open let-
ter which was circulated to the artistic community in Canada, initiated by
two artists, Gordon Duggan and Sarah Joyce. The press release called on
artists to proceed with caution concerning reforms to the copyright law
that is designed to benefit them. A series of response releases created a

During the AGM, Erika James was elected to the Board of Directors. Erika
is a graduate of the Emily Carr Institute of Art and Design and is a multi-
media artist working mainly in sculpture and installation. She has recently
exhibited at the McMaster Museum of Art and in Toronto's inaugural Nuit
Blanche, and has a permanent sculpture series in the new Bloorview Kids
Rehab Centre.

The officers’ and staff reports provided details of upcoming programming
and an update on the focus of our on-going strategic planning process.
Merlin Homer, president of the Board of Directors reported that to
achieve our guiding principle of diversity, CARFAC Ontario will focus on
membership development among youth and artists from visible minorities.

DISPATCH will continue to report on the progress of this issue and bring
reports from the Board of Directors and from CARFAC National to con-
tinue to promote transparency and to open the lines of communication.

Allan Harding MacKay has maintained a studio practice since graduat-
ing from art school in Halifax in 1967. Over the past thirty years his
practice has resulted in thirty-eight solo and forty-one group exhibi-
tions; fourteen Canada Council, Ontario and Alberta Arts Council
awards; and inclusion in nearly forty public and corporate collections.

Allan's practice manifests itself primarily in paintings, drawings, waxed
books, mixed media and video. The bulk of his work over the past
number of years has been based on photographic images printed on
paper and transformed by application of traditional materials such as
charcoal, pastel, oil and wax. In addition, he continues to create video
vignettes based on work created while contracted as a war artist by
the Canadian Forces in Somalia and Afghanistan. This work has pro-
duced various exhibitions and a theatre collaboration with the One
Yellow Rabbit ensemble which travelled to Calgary, Prague and

Glasgow.

The projects undertaken often are conceptually based and in series
form. Titles of these ongoing series include War, Source/ Derivations,
Visitations, and The Yellow Woman Harmonizes. Installations and
images constructing these series address a variety of issues including
conflict, originality and aesthetics.

Part of Allan's work is as Curatorial and Collections Consultant at the
Kitchener-Waterloo Art Gallery. Of the combination of work as a
curator and artist, Allan describes that both involve "at their best, cre-
ative and imaginative faculties with differing processes to achieve
results." His studio practice is solitary while curatorial activity is con-
sultative and often administratively complex. "l have self-curated
aspects of my art practice" he explains in relation to the
Source/Derivations series which appear in institutional venues often
with written contributions by other curators or writers.

Recently, Allan worked on the Veterans Memorial at Queen’s Park in
partnership with architect Greg Smallenberg and contribution from
writer Jane Urquhart. The Veterans Memorial Commission came out
of a process that established a partnership between artist and archi-
tect.

The team of Allan Harding MacKay and Phillips Farevaag Smallenberg
was selected following a nationwide competition held by the Veterans
Advisory Committee that received forty applications. The design team
oversaw the development of the Memorial and implemented land-
scaping as set out in the approved design plan. Renowned Canadian
author Jane Urquhart contributed poetic text for inclusion in the
Memorial design. The construction of the Memorial and surrounding
landscaping began in December 2005. It was completed in August
2006 and unveiled on Sunday, September 17, 2006.

CARFAC Ontario staff attended the unveiling to show support for
the artist. At the unveiling ceremony, the focus was not on the artist
or on the team of collaborators, although they were publicly thanked
for their contribution. The magnitude of the event, and the value
placed on the work by the people of Ontario can be illustrated by the
vast array of attendees and the military pageantry that contextualized
the ceremony. CBC Radio reported that 1500 veterans attended the
unveiling of the first memorial built on Queens' Park in sixty-six years.
In attendance were Premier Dalton McGuinty, Lieutenant Governor
James K. Bartleman, representatives from the armed forces and mem-
bers of various other communities. The unveiling was preceded by a
military parade, a fifteen gun salute and numerous fly-bys by the
Canadian Air Force. The Honourable Michael A. Brown remarked
that the memorial "does not represent war but is meant to give
thanks to the men and women, past and present, who have served in
Canada's military in times of war and at peacetime."

During the making of the art-work for the Veteran's Memorial, Allan
consulted with CARFAC Ontario about copyright issues relating to
the use of source material. Allan was assisted by historian Jack
Granatstein, who provided his expertise in the selection of images
regarding representations of wartime and peacekeeping activities.

These grants are intended for artists
working in the following art forms: visual
arts including photography, fine craft and
architecture, and independent criticism
and curation. Travel Grants to
Professional Artists contribute towards
expenses incurred to travel to an event
important to the artist's career.

Support for Presentation Travel

This category supports travel undertaken
in response to an invitation that is related
to the public presentation of the appli-

cant's work or ideas in Canada or abroad.
Hosts must be professional visual arts
organizations. To be considered profes-
sional, an organization must be a public
art gallery, a museum or an artist-run cen-
tre that pays a professional fee to partici-
pating artists, according to the rates
established by CARFAC. In your Travel
Grant application, you must include writ-
ten confirmation of the Canadian host
organization's intention to pay such a fee
for the presentation or the activity. This
condition does not apply to commercial
galleries and juried art fairs.

Support for Travel to Artists' Residencies
Travel Grants also contribute toward an
artist's travel costs to participate in a resi-
dency in a national or international artistic
community. Hosts must be professional
organizations. Artists are responsible for
securing their own place of residence.
The applicant must have been chosen
through a selection process and have
obtained financial support in the form of a
confirmed grant, artist's fee, or a contri-
bution to per diem and accommodation
costs. The length of the residency must
not exceed |2 weeks.

Travel Grants are available in fixed
amounts ($500, $750, $1,000, $1,500,
$2,000 or $2,500).

Assistance to Visual Artists:

Project Grants

Project Grants provide support for
research/creation, professional develop-
ment, production and career development
activities for professional artists making an
important contribution to contemporary
visual arts. The proposed project must be
significant and advance the long-term
artistic and/or career development of the
applicant. There are three types of project
grants, as follows: Research/Creation,
Production and Career Development.
Applicants may apply to only ONE of the
three project grant types per deadline.

Adriana maintains her position as
Communications Coordinator and Greg Manuel is responsible for
putting together the artist health and safety workshops around
the province - if you're lucky you'll be seeing him soon in a loca-
tion near you!

So far, we have had a successful Annual General Meeting in
St.Catharines, took an active role in organizing a discussion about
appropriation at the CopyCamp "unconference" in Toronto, have
presented three health and safety workshops and have launched
our highly popular business course in Toronto. Our publications,
Information for Artists and Artists' Contracts are continuing to
be essential resources for visual and media art practitioners and
have found homes not only in Ontario but also at post-secondary
educational institutions throughout the rest of Canada.

In the coming months I'm excited about: making more progress
on Status of the Artist legislation; creating an up-to-date estate
planning publication; presenting further health and safety work-
shops; and researching the feasibility of launching an online health
and safety "store" on our website. All of this will rely upon our
ability to find diverse revenue streams to fund these projects.
